In addition, SonicSwap is introducing a “New Artist Recommendation” widget that analyzes a member’s favorite 
iTunes artists and finds them new artists they might also enjoy.  The “New Artist Recommendation” widget 
automatically traverses the member’s iTunes music to find their favorite artists.  It then finds related artists based on 
popularity and displays them with a sample video from YouTube and links to buy the music.   
 
“Shopping for new music on-line has been far too laborious,” said Dan Skilken, founder, President and CEO of 
SonicSwap, Inc.  “As track collections have grown quite large, it becomes more difficult to find and purchase new 
music without worrying that you might already have the tracks.  We can now eliminate some of these typical barriers 
that inhibit music sales.  The New Artist Recommendation option also presents a very easy way to introduce music fans 
to new artists, and the experience is enhanced with the viewing of the artist’s music videos.”
